Important Safety Information about 
Forxiga (dapagliflozin) - for type 1 
diabetes only 

Signs of DKA include: 
Mouth and stomach: Feeling sick or 
being sick, stomach pain, very thirsty/ dry 
mouth (signs of dehydration), sweet or 
metallic taste in your mouth. 

Breath, breathing, and smell: Fast a,d 
deep breathing, sweet smel to your breath, 
uine or sweat smells different. 

Other signs: Raised level of ketones 
in urine or blood, rapid weight loss, 
confusion, feeling unusually sleepy or tired. 

If you have signs/symptoms of DKA, talk 
to a Doctor or go to the hospital straight 
away and stop taking Forxiga immediately.
